Egypt's popular uprising was turning into a bloodbath after President
Mubarak, fighting for his political survival, unleashed thousands of
violent supporters on the pro-democracy demonstrators occupying
the centre of Caira.

After hours of clashes earlier in the day, sporadic gunfire began
around gam (2am GMT) and there were reports three people were
killed and 15 wounded after the shots rang out over Tahrir Square.

The gunfire could still be heard nearly two hours later, according to
witnesses, who said some of the army tanks positioned around the
square appeared to move from their positions.
